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I. Evaluation Object of the Comprehensive Scholarship
These measures apply to all the full-time international students who have accomplished their study in this school year.
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1. The score and index of the comprehensive evaluation
The comprehensive evaluation uses hundred-mark system. Moral education marks account for 30% of the total marks ( the basic score is 18 points), and classroom education ( examination scores ) account for 70% of the total marks.
The moral education marks have the following evaluation indexes:
(1) Legal compliance: Students should have strong sense of law and disciplines, obey laws and regulations of People’s Republic of China as well as the regulations of Ningxia Medical University.
(2) Civilization cultivation: Students should have good moral characters and civilized behaviors; consciously maintain public order; protect public property and be polite to others.
(3) Team spirit: Students shall take an active part in all the work and collective activities arranged by the supervisor. Besides, students shall unite, love and help each other.
(4) Medical ethics: Students should have good medical ethics and work hard to develop his behaviors of medical ethics, including being honest, dedicating oneself to work, and being cooperative etc. Students should not deceive others, cheat in the exam, and maliciously default tuition fee.
(5) Innovation capacity: Students shall be good at thinking, have strong sense of innovation as well as practical ability, and take an active part in all kind of science and academic activities. 
The classroom education has the following evaluation indexes:
(1) Study attitude: Students should study assiduously, link theory with practice, and have no cases of being late, leaving early or being absent for classes.
(2) Study score: Students shall accomplish all the required credits of this school year, and put the knowledge learned into practice.
2. Students will be given extra marks in the following cases:
(1) Students who get honors or awards above university- level will be given extra 10 points; get university- level honors or awards will be given extra 5 points; get school-level honors or awards will be given extra 2 points.
(2) Students who can judge the right and wrong, support justice, not pocket the money picked up, or receive a compliment letter from society will get extra marks. Once for each case will be given 1 to 3 points in light of the circumstances.
(3) Students who take an active part in public benefit activities and extracurricular recreational and sports activities of state-level, province-level or university-level, will be given corresponding 3 points, 2 points and 1 point.
(4) Student cadre will be given extra 1 to 3 points in light of the exact circumstances.
(5) International Students Office can give extra marks according to these provisions, but the total extra marks shall not be more than 5 points.
3. Marks will be deducted in the following cases:
(1) Students who get the punishment of last warning before dismissal will be de deducted 18 points.
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(3) Students who get the punishment of serious warning will be deducted 4 points per time.
(4) Students who get the punishment of warning will be deducted 3 points per time.
(5) Students who are given public notice of criticism by Ningxia Medical University or School of International Education will be deducted corresponding 2 points per time and 1 point per time.
(6) International Students Office can deduct the comprehensive evaluation marks according to actual situation except all items mentioned above, but the total deducted marks shall not be more than 10 points.
Remarks: All the items of being given extra marks or being deducted marks are restricted to each school year, not repeated.
III. International students’ supervisor is responsible for the comprehensive evaluation work, and the comprehensive evaluation is carried out by school year.
IV. Any unaccomplished matters shall be explained by School of International Education.
